MINUTES OF MEETING

March 8, 2009

The monthly WPYAO general membership meeting was held on March 8, 2009.  President Scott Dothard called the meeting to order.  The minutes of the previous meeting were read and discussed.  Upon motion and second, the minutes and the treasurer’s report were accepted as read by acclamation.  
Committee Reports:

Basketball:  Commissioner James Bryan was absent.  Assistant Commissioner Brandi Gregory said the season was a success and thanked all who helped set up for and clean up after games and those who worked the scoreboard, clock, and concession.  There was nothing else to report at this time.
Baseball:  Commissioners Dana George and Eric Cronan stated that drafts went well.  There are 6 prep league, 6 AA, 4 AAA, 4 Dixie Major, and 2 Dixie Boys teams this year.  Uniforms will be ordered within the week and Dana is working on a practice schedule for all teams.  There are many more teams this year so it will be harder to find places to practice and especially fields with electricity for AA teams to use.  Camp Lee and Iron City Baptist Church were suggested as possible locations.  
Softball:  Commissioner DeAnn Hightower said a total of 84 girls signed up to play.  She thanked Tom Young and Eric Cronan for their help during softball try-outs.  At this time there are 2 8&U, 1 10&U, and 4 12&U teams but there is a possibility of merging the 12&U teams to 3 if anyone drops out within the next two weeks.
Football:   Commissioners Lance and Mandy Braden have verbally resigned from their position.  We are now in need of a new football commissioner for the 2009 season.
Cheerleading/Dance line:  Commissioner Jenny Dothard stated that anyone who is interesting in coaching either needs to meet with her as soon as possible.  Sign-ups will begin in May.
Soccer:  Commissioner Tiffany Johnston was absent.  The soccer goals/nets have been moved from the high school to Tom and Krista Young’s for storage.
Fund-raising:  After much discussion, the softball tournament tentatively scheduled for 3/21 has been cancelled due to baseball/softball practices that day.  Chairman Courtney McCarter stated that purchasing plaques for team sponsors has become very expensive and asked for alternative suggestions.  A few ideas voiced were thank you notes from the team and a team picture with a mat for all the players to sign.  Brandi Gregory suggested a “velcro” sign be made that could be used each season.  Sponsors names could be added and removed easily.  It was also recommended that sponsor’s names be announced during ballgames.
Jason Knight proposed a Coca-Cola/WPYAO fundraiser.  The league would take orders for powerade, soda, and energy drinks at $24/case.  The profit margin is as follows:  sell 150/$7.00 profit per case (= $1057); 500/$10.80 profit off each case with a possibility of a total profit of $21,000 if we sell 2000 cases.  It was suggested we go through WPES and WPMS and donate a $1 profit per case to the schools.  This passed with a unanimous vote.  Jenny Dothard will talk to Mr. Dyar at WPES and Jason Knight will talk with Mr. Gilbert and WPMS.  They will report at the next meeting.

Old Business:

Jason Knight stated that he would like to move forward with the “Pitch/Hit/Run” competition during the season.  He will meet with all of the coaches and set a date and time and report back to the league.
New Business:
The Quad City Fire Department said that we can keep all concession money this season.  The league will be responsible for providing chalk for the fields and cleaning up after the games.  Brian Roszell suggested that the league pay $20/week to help pay the QCFD power bill since we will be using electricity for the concession stand and pitching machines.  Bill Pol wrote a check for $200 to cover the whole season with the understanding that Brian will pass along the check to QCFD.  The rental company, NES, has donated lights and generators to use at QC when it gets dark.
Discussion took place with regards to placement of the portable toilets for the season.  Two will be placed at the QCFD and one at the Young’s house.  There was a suggestion to use the bathrooms at Nance’s Creek this year rather than the portables.
There being no further business before the club, the meeting was adjourned.
